ELIGIBILITY 
 
- SWYIPE is open to all EXPYS, professional and/or amateur 
photographers. 
- Only 1 photo per participant should be submitted. 
- There is no fee to enter SWYIPE.  
- Each submitted photograph, in its entirety, must be a 
single work of original material taken by the entrant. 
- Photographs must be unpublished, and must not have won an 
award in previous photographic competitions or contests. 
- Photographs downloaded from internet will not be accepted. 
- All photographers must hold copyright to their submitted 
images and will be asked to confirm as such by accepting 
our terms and Conditions in the Entry Form. 
- The photograph must not contain obscene, provocative, 
defamatory, sexually explicit, or otherwise objectionable 
or inappropriate content. Photographs deemed inappropriate 
will be disqualified. 
 
PHOTOGRAPH REQUIREMENTS 
 
- Photographs from all types of cameras (35 mm, digital, 
instant) will be accepted. 
- Black & white and color images are accepted. They may be 
corrected and retouched, however no photo illustrations or 
digitally created images will be accepted. 
- Only digital submissions via e-mail will be accepted. 
Print photos should be scanned. Photos delivered via post 
will not be accepted.

- Photo specifications for upload are: 
* JPG format, high-resolution (at least 150 dpi), its wider 
side should measure no more than 1200 pixels and the total 
weight should not exceed 3.5 MB. 
* Photo should be named in the following format:
